There will be a seminar on the Caribbean and U.S. upper air network on Wednesday, July 22, at 2 pm in the media room.  
The seminar will be lead by Hiram Escabi, the Upper Air Program Manager for the National Weather Service.  Hiram's presentation will discuss the Cooperative Hurricane Upper Air Stations (CHUAS) network for the Caribbean and the US Upper Air network.
The presentation will provide information about the network background, history, stations, certified upper air observers, maintenance, station inspection, station report, radiosonde soundings, current ground system, radiosondes, equipment upgrade, status of equipment upgrade in both the CHUAS and US Networks. The effects of the US Network due to the GOES-R satellite launch in March 2016 and frequency change from 1680 MHz to 403 MHz network wide.

Lixion, Rick, and I were fortunate to hear a similar presentation by Hiram at the RA-IV Hurricane Committee meeting this past April.  Hiram has graciously agreed to visit NHC and give the presentation on his way to a station visit in the Caribbean.
