Yesterday, the engineering staff on the Brown attempted to rebuild one working pump from the two original broken pumps.  Both pumps were deemed too damaged to salvage.  The leaking steering motor has been repaired and plywood was placed over the hole for the previously identified cracked steering motor.

We are now waiting on a technician who can adjust the pump control.  I understand that approvals are in the process.  No firm date of arrival of the technician is available at this time, however it may be as early as Tuesday, September 13.  That means we may be able to depart as early as Wednesday.
