A total of 174 eXpendable BathyThermographs were deployed along track according to the specifications of the Cruise Plan. 60 in High Density mode between the coast of South Africa and 1ºW. 76 in Intermediate Density mode between 1ºW and 40ºW. 38 in High Density mode between 40ºW and the coast of South America. 

SEAS2000 system was used during the cruise.
