1. Start Hyperterminal: “Start --> All Programs -->  Accessories --> Communications --> Hyper 
Terminal.  

2.   If opened for the first time, the following window will appear. Enter any area code then “OK” 
twice.  
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In the connection Description Window, enter any name, 
choose icon then “OK”.
