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What are the current citation statistics for the paper/how many times has the paper been cited?  

This paper has been cited 3 times.

How does the paper relate to other recent work in the field, particularly with regard to originality in approach?

This paper represents the first ever successful remote deployment of a pulse amplitude modulating (PAM) fluorometer to measure coral health in near real time.
What is the evidence or likelihood that the paper will have an important and enduring impact on progress in its field?

This study is important as it’s the only long-term, temporally intensive (i.e., hourly resolution of coral health parameters) field study of coral photosynthetic efficiency ever done.  These data are unique and show exactly how the photosynthetic capabilities of reef corals react to thermal and light stress during real-world bleaching and hurricane events.  
What is the relevance of the paper to NOAA missions in terms of applied research contribution or the value of contribution in terms of pure research?

These results emphasize the limitations of solely monitoring sea surface temperatures (satellite or in situ) as a coral bleaching indicator without considering the physiological status of coral-zooxanthellae symbioses.  This furthers NOAA mission of understanding coastal ecosystem health in response to climate change and hurricanes.
