Status of SOOP implementation

8.2.1.1
The Technical Co-ordinator of the SOT reported on the results of the SOOP Semestrial Surveys for 2009 and 2010 and on the timely submission of data by SOOP participants for the survey. The Panel identified the gaps with regard to programme implementation with the view to achieve optimal sampling using available resources.

8.2.2
Review of the sampling scheme according to user requirements

8.2.2.1
The Panel reviewed the status of the current sampling programme. The Panel discussed possible adjustments to the global sampling scheme taking into account the complementary nature of the XBT SOOP, Argo, Tropical Moorings, and OceanSITEs, and the outcome of the OceanOBS’09 Conference.

8.2.3
Review of XBT transect responsibilities and International Collaborations

8.2.3.1
SOOPIP aids the scientific and operational communities to implement the recommended XBT transects. Institutions collaborate intensively to implement them. The Panel recalled the line responsibilities assigned to participating agencies or countries as discussed and agreed at the last SOOPIP Session.  Line responsibility implies investigating ship opportunities for the line, and coordinating the logistics, training, and negotiations with shipping companies and ships.

8.2.3.2
The Panel discussed international collaborations in the framework of the SOOP, and review again  the line responsibilities in line with latest developments in terms of user requirements and practical implementation issues. 

8.2.3.3
The Panel reviewed and agreed the provisional table provided in Appendix B with information on the institutions taking the lead in one or more aspects of the implementation of the XBT transects. The Panel asked the Chairperson to update the table of transect responsibilities periodically (action; Chairperson; once yearly).

Operational XBT systems and development

8.2.4.1
The Panel discussed equipment, data acquisition systems, and on-board software related matters including the use, and further development of XBT auto-launchers.

Other ocean underway observation operations (TSG, pCO2, etc.)

The Panel reviewed and discussed related issues concerning the use of other types of underway observation systems, including Thermosalinograph (TSG) operations, XCTDs, and pCO2 systems.
