The auto launcher identified with gray duct tape needs testing and eventual repair (pins of tubes 4 and 6 do not extend and tubes 2 and 3 presented anomalous readings). I recommend reanalysis of drops collected by tube number 2 between NOV 17 and NOV 22 (as well as those collected by tube number 3) when they present up to ~2ºC difference in surface and similar structure below 30m with precedent tube 1 and subsequent tube 5 drops.
