Summary of cruise AX080110 between Cape Town and Newark

The M/V Safmarine Ngami was utilised for the AX080110 run. The ship left Cape Town on 30 January. A slightly longer southerly route was followed in order to avoid bad weather systems. From Cape Town the ship headed towards the West Indies and then turned north to head up the US East Coast. The destination of Newark was reached on 15 February.
In total 258 XBT’s were deployed. Low Density deployments were started at 33° 24’S. Intermediate Density deployments then commenced from 20°S. High density measurements were started at 10°S. Intermediate density deployments were resumed from 10°N until 20°N. For the remainder of the cruise low density measurements were made at a rate of four per day. No drifters or profiling floats were deployed.
The weather was good for the majority of the cruise, however there were high winds and swell from 12 - 14 February
